NOTE: Where a decision on a development application in respect of a planning matter is referred
or appealed to the Ontario Municipal Board and the Township and the applicant jointly support the
decision, the applicant shall be responsible for all costs to the municipality associated therewith.
Such costs shall include all legal, expert testimony, and administrative costs. To secure payment
of such costs, the applicant will provide the Township, upon notice and/or acknowledgement of an
objection from the Ontario Municipal Board, with an initial deposit of $7,000, such amount to be
increased by an amount determined by the Township in the event the Township determines that
the nature of the application indicates that $7,000 may be inadequate. Any costs to the Township
in excess of the deposit shall be paid to the Township by the applicant upon submission of an
invoice therefore.
